We were already sending them to school and also giving them home coaching but we have now
streamlined the system and employed qualified teachers who guide them in their studies at home. We

have secured a place in top five positions in their respective classes during the annual exams for the
year 2006-2007. Out of a total of 162 children this comes to nearly
2505 children secure 25% which is indeed a comendable effort.

Right from the begining we have made it a point that like in other orphanages and so called
hostels the children should never be mistreated but should be treated like our own children. When
they do something good we praise their effort and
give them love and presents, but we also punish them

WE DO NOT TAKE for their misdeeds. The children are nver made to
ANY GOVERNMENT GRANTS wash utensils nor their cloths. We are doing this so
that the children lead a normal life and do not suffer
from any complex. All this has now made Jeevan Prabhat the Model Orphanage of India.

We have been able to achive this with the constant support of noble persons like you and pray
to you to continue your valuable support so that we can build the lives of these children.

Since the past two years we have been entrusted the responsibility of Jeevan Prabhat
Pondicherry by Arya Pratinidhi Sabha America and we have taken up the challenge. We have at
present 28 Tsunami affected children in Jeevan Prabhat Pondicherry . The construction of the com-
plex has also been started and will be completed shortly. | go to Pondicherry every month for a period
of three days to monitor the progress and also see the quality of the work.
